Penticton to Naramata - May 19, 2009

Trip Details

N49 29 44.3 W119 34 54.6 - 379 m Map 3, Reference 154x

The footbridge over Penticton Creek marks the start/end of this section of the KVR/TCT. The brick wall at the southwest end is decorated with the names of
sponsors. To reach this point from downtown Penticton head southeast on Government Street. If heading up to Chute Lake, bear in mind that there is an
830m ascent from here to there over loose surfaces that often make for strenuous cycling. From the bridge, head northwest on this paved KVR section for
about 800m.

N49 30 00.0 W119 3506.1 - 388 m Map 3, Reference 153

The KVR winds itself through urban areas on the southeast edge of downtown Penticton whilst maintaining some elevation. There are interesting views of
the downtown backside from this perspective. Head northwest for 500m until you reach the junction of Vancouver Avenue and Vancouver Place.

N49 30 11.3W119 34 54.6 - 391 m Map 3, Reference 152

The KVR intersects with Vancouver Avenue at this point. Heading downhill on this main road would take you into the core of downtown Penticton. The
Penticton sections of the KVR are mostly paved, a welcome relief for those heading in from the more sandy trails. Head north on Vancouver Place for 150m
until you rejoin the KVR.

N49 30 17.7 W119 34 48.6 - 395 m Map 3, Reference 151
The KVR intersects with two separate road access points here (Vancouver Place and Barkerview Road). Head north on the KVR from this point.
N49 30 38.5 W119 34 46.4 - 402 m Map 3, Reference 150

The first viewpoint looks right down on Penticton. Penticton’s beaches and marina are very easy to see from here. Head north for 300m to the next
viewpoint.

N49 30 47.0 W119 34 47.2 - 405 m Map 3, Reference 149

The proximity of the trail to the lakeshore provides good views of downtown Penticton. Carry on for another 300m and you'll soon have a good view of
Okanagan Lake’s water edge cliffs.



N49 31 08.3 W119 34 36.6 - 409 m Map 2, Reference 148

The KVR skirts close by the shores of Okanagan Lake at this point. Steep cliffs can be seen dropping down to the lake surface, and there is an abundance of
signs warning the more irresponsible members of society not to play on the cliffs. The rock formations at the cliff edges are quite impressive. It's just a short
distance now to the Lakeside Cemetery.

N49 31 15.0 W119 34 32.2- 411 m Map 2, Reference 147

The Lakeview Cemetery is a very pretty spot. Not only are there great views out over the lake, there are also plenty of graves to mooch around for those with
more morbid fascinations. This is the final resting place for Andrew McCulloch who was instrumental in engineering this section of the KVR through the Myra
Canyon. The trail curves east from this point as you begin to move away from Okanagan Lake.

N49 31 23.6 W119 34 15.0 - 412 m Map 2, Reference 146

There is a dip in the trail here as it passes though vineyards. There must have been in a change in the grade here since the operational days of the railway,
as such a dip back then would have been a recipe for a certain derailment. Head east for 300m towards Randolph Creek.

N49 31 22.1 W119 33 58.8 - 418 m Map 2, Reference 145

Passing over Randolph Creek provides a bit of a surprise, as the creek at this point is a deep gorge, and is spanned with a short trestle bridge. There are
nice rural views up the creek and especially down the creek towards the lake. This is the only trestle on this southern portion of the route. Pass though
vineyards for 300m until you reach a road crossing.

N49 31 29.8 W119 33 52.0-418 m Map 2, Reference 144

The trail crosses Evans Avenue at this point. This is the first of many road crossings as you head north towards Naramata. Continue for 300m until you reach
the next crossing.

N49 31 40.1 W119 33 46.4 - 426 m Map 2, Reference 143
The next road crossing passes over Davenport Avenue. Continue north for another 400m until you reach the road crossing at the Whistlestop Farm Inn.
N49 31 53.3 W119 33 43.7-435m Map 2, Reference 142

This crossing is the location of the Whistlestop Farm Inn. The owners of have done a good job making their accommodation look attractive from the trailside.
There is now just 200m to go until the largest road crossing on your journey.



N49 31 59.6 W119 3344.1-439 m Map 2, Reference 141
The trail crosses the main Naramata Road at this point. Be sure to use the green cross code when crossing. Proceed north for half a kilometer after the road
crossing as you gradually rise above the road.

N49 32 14.6 W119 33 44.9 - 449 m Map 2, Reference 140

The trail passes behind the back of the Hillside Estate Winery. From the vantage point of the trail you get an elevated perspective of this attractive piece of
architecture. Continue north for another 300m until you reach the next road crossing.

N49 32 25.5 W119 33 44.8 - 458 m Map 2, Reference 139

The next road crossing takes you over Riddle Road. In 300m there is a viewpoint to look forward to.

N49 32 30.3 W119 3349.3-462m Map 2, Reference 138

The next viewpoint takes in views of Penticton, Okanagan Lake and some local vineyards. It's only a short distance to the next vantage point.
